EXODUS BIBLE STUDY AND GUIDE


LESSON 22 EXODUS 12:29-41
Exodus 12 is the chapter of the Passover. While the description of the tenth plague is given, most of the chapter deals with the implications of the plague for Israel. This includes the Passover and its’ associated feasts, for both the immediate time and future. Also included are the fulfillment of promises and the release of the people from their bondage. Vv29-50 deal with the execution of the tenth plague, the account of the exodus from Egypt, and further instructions concerning the Passover. 
1. In v29, who is responsible for the killing of the firstborn?
· What is the slight difference between the description of those struck down and the description in 11:5?
2. What is the Egyptians’ reaction and the extent of the plague in v30?
3. What do vv31-36 represent? There may be multiple answers.
4. Describe the change in Pharaoh in vv31-32.
5. What are the attitudes of the Egyptians in v33 and v36? There is perhaps a play on words in v33
6. How are the children of Israel portrayed in vv34-36?
7. How is the population of Israel described in v37 and what are the implications?
8. What are the implications of v38?
9. What is being emphasized again in v39?
10. What is the significance of the timing in vv40-41? When did the timing start? What new description is given concerning Israel?

11. Was God just in killing the firstborn? Is the God of the Exodus the same as the God of love? Is God just in not saving someone whom you love?
12. Is there one big lesson from vv29-41 and if so, what? How should that impact your attitude, your faith?
