EXODUS BIBLE STUDY AND GUIDE


LESSON 25 EXODUS 14:5-14:31
1. Vv 5-9 along with vv 1-3 sandwich a familiar theme (v4) in God’s dealings with Egypt and Pharaoh. We would have thought that Pharaoh had learned his lesson thoroughly from the Passover events, but he is still misled in his mind concerning Jehovah’s sovereignty. Along with vv2-3, how does v5 perhaps explain this hardening that Jehovah does?
· What seems to be Pharaoh’s purpose in pursuing Israel?
· Describe Pharaoh’s army as pictured in vv 6-9?
2. In vv 10-12, it appears that Pharaoh and Egypt were not the only ones who had not completely learned their lesson. Describe or characterize Israel’s response upon seeing the army of Egypt, particularly in light of what they had recently experienced. Have we seen evidence of what they say in these verses and what does this say concerning their faith?
3. Vv 13-14 detail Moses’ response to the children of Israel. How does this mesh with Ex 13:17 and 14:4?
· What was God’s purposes or lessons for Israel, in vv13-14?
4.  Even though Moses spoke to the children of Israel in vv13-14, vv 15-18 give God’s response to Moses. What are the instructions and what is the restated purpose?
5. Vv 19-29 detail the miraculous hand of God. How does v19 compare to 13:21? What does Jehovah do with the cloud? How big was the cloud?
6. How is the parting described in v21, direction, duration, result?
7. From v21-22 and particularly in concert with 12:37-38, why is this a miracle and not simply a natural event?
8. Vv 23-28 is concerned mostly with the Egyptians. What is the sequence of events?
9. What are the results of God’s great acts, in vv 30-31?
· What is perhaps the commentary on this great event in 1 Cor 10:1?
