· What is the nature, extent and limitation of the promise in v26? Is this promise for today?

· What is the difference between statute, ordinance and commandment?

6. In v27, where did God lead them and what did they find there?
7. From 16:1, approximately how long did the Israelites camp at the first two locations out from the Red Sea? How does v25b relate to this, if at all?
