LESSON 41 EXODUS 25:1-22
In Exodus 24, the covenant is sealed and God’s acceptance of the people confirmed. Moses is then called back to the summit to receive the tablets as a memorial and other laws and commandments.
Chapters 25-31 detail the pattern of the tabernacle sanctuary (and its servants) which will symbolize, represent and house the presence of God among His people.
